Dear Chairman Cole and Ranking Member DeLauro: 

I am respectfully requesting funding $2 million in funding for Tucson Fry Apartments Rehabilitation in Fiscal Year 2027. 
The entity to receive funding for this project is City of Tucson, located at 255 W. Alameda Street, Tucson, AZ 8570. The project address is 909 S 5th Ave, Tucson, AZ 85701.
The funding will provide gap funding to complete a renovation of the apartment complex to include fixing failing systems, modernizing, expanding the number of current units (to 54), adding a community building, and additional amenities for residents such as a new playground for the children. Funds will be used for hard construction costs, including rehabilitation and new construction.  Specific planned improvements include: comprehensive upgrades to major building systems; modernization of 48 existing units; construction of 6 new deeply affordable units and the addition of a community room and playground.  
The project is an appropriate use of taxpayer funds because the Fry Apartments Rehabilitation Project is an essential initiative to preserve and expand 54 units of deeply affordable housing in a high-opportunity, transit-accessible neighborhood near downtown Tucson. The proposed redevelopment aligns with Tucson’s Housing Affordability Strategy for the Tucson (HAST), which prioritizes the use of City-owned land, preservation of affordable housing, and development in areas with strong access to transit, schools, parks, and employment. The City will leverage 4% Low-Income Housing Tax Credits (LIHTC) to modernize and expand the property.  Located in a neighborhood that scores 91/100 on the City’s Housing Opportunity Index, Fry Apartments exemplifies transit-oriented development. The project is consistent with the HUD 5-Year Consolidated Plan and the City’s Annual Action Plan. These investments will preserve critical affordable housing stock, enhance quality of life for residents, and promote long-term community sustainability.
The project has a federal nexus because the funding provided is consistent with purposes authorized in 42 U.S.C.5305(a)(1), 5305(a)(2), 5305(a)(4), and/or 5305(a)(5).
